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“Develop a visual research programme exploring themes relative to the fashion form, culminating in a series of abstract images that explore texture & colour, shape & form, proportion & silhouette”.

Images have been gathered that explore the possibilities of using shape, form, colour and texture to inspire and influence the future of fashion design and the trends within it.  Pushing boundaries and offering inspirational and thought provoking imagery to represent an element of artistic influence within the design process.

Visits have been made to major fashion cities, art galleries, exhibitions around the world to gather visual reportage.  Research has also been collated from secondary sources such as trade and consumer fashion publications; this provides the ‘fashion’ context showing understanding and relevance.
A sample of imagery is included here to provide a brief insight into the visual meaning of this project.
Successful prediction of future fashion trends is heavily reliant on ‘trendwatching’ skills, it is not known whether this skill can be taught or whether it is a skill that is inherent often exemplified by Li Edelkoort, Trend Union, Paris. The publication is intended to culminate in assisting the reader with learning the skills of predicting future fashion trends.  It will do this by providing pointers and reference to all the important factors that lead to success in the multi faceted area of the industry known as trend forecasting or prediction.  The publication will be primarily visual with discursive text throughout.
