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Course structure

Period 1 September - January (March assessment)

Managing Marketing (assignment)

This unit aims to help students develop a practical approach to manage human and
financial resources. It focuses on the marketer as a manager and tests candidates ability
to apply their skills in a practical way.

Delivering Customer Value through Marketing (exam)

The focus of this unit is on helping businesses manage their offering to their markets
through reasoned control of such factors as brands, pricing, distribution channels, service
& communications. Students will have to prepare a business case based on a case study.
Familiarity with the other three units is assumed.

Period 2 January - May (June assessment)

Marketing Planning Process (assignment)

Students will learn about, and be able to carry out, the preparation of a marketing plan
in the context of a thought through understanding of the environment the firm is
operating in and the impact of these planning decisions on the business.

Project Management in Marketing (assignment)

This unit will give students the skills to successfully design, promote and manage
successful marketing projects through the application of information, development of
cost and risk assessed business cases and the use of project management tools.
